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Preston Dyer is a marriage and family specialist with over thirty years experience in enrichment, therapy, education and research.  Preston is professor of sociology and social work at Baylor University.  He was director of the social work division from 1969 until 1999 when he became chair of the new Baylor University School of Social Work.  He has a Ph.D. in sociology and a Masters degree in social work.  He is a board certified diplomat in clinical social work and licensed by the State of Texas as an Advanced Clinical Practitioner in social work and as a marriage and family therapist.  In addition to teaching Preston maintains an independent practice specializing in couple therapy. 
Over the last twenty years, Preston, along with his wife Genie, have given much of their time to the marriage and family enrichment movement.  They believe hope for strengthening American families lies in the prevention of serious problems before they undermine marriage and family stability. Genie and Preston have designed and implemented enrichment programs for engaged couples, newlyweds, parents of college freshman and a three stage marriage enrichment program for churches.  They have traveled widely leading workshops, marriage enrichment events, and family business conferences.  Genie and Preston have conducted research on the effectiveness of enrichment and together authored journal articles and two books--The Language of Married Love and Growing Together: Transition to Marriage. 
Genie and Preston served as presidents of the Association for Couples in Marriage Enrichment from 1985 to 1988 and were the first presidents of A.M.C.E./Texas.  They were also the general chairs of the first International Conference on Marriage Enrichment.  The Dyers served many years on the A.C.M.E. National Training and Certification Committee and are certified by A.C.M.E. as marriage enrichment leaders, basic and advanced trainers, and as intern supervisors. 
The Dyer’s have led marriage enrichment events for churches and secular organizations throughout the US.  They have presented professional papers and workshops together and alone at state, regional, national and international conferences including NCFR, NASW, Southwestern Sociological, NACSW, and International Marriage Enrichment Conferences.  They have been keynote speakers at state ACME conferences, Texas NACSW, and at numerous faith based marriage conferences. 
In 1990, the Dyer’s were recipients of the Moore-Bowman Award for meritorious service to Texas families.  The award is the most prestigious award given by the Texas Council on Family Relations and recognizes only those professionals whose contributions to family life in Texas have been truly outstanding.  The Dyer's have also received A.C.M.E.'s Outstanding Service award.
