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This presentation will explore the process of developing faith-based urban collaborations and the benefits of forming coalitions among community and faith-based groups.  It  will discuss funding opportunities from HUD and other federal agencies, states, and private funding sources, and highlight development and accomplishments of a successful Tri-City Faith-Based Collaborative in Western NY. 
  
Based on the Biblical promises in Isaiah 58:9-14, this workshop is designed to encourage the faith based community to become empowered through collaborative efforts in community building.
