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An Introduction to Partnering with the Department of Health and Human Services (HHS):  Funding Alternatives for Faith-based and Grassroots Organizations include a general introduction to HHS, a grants process overview, guidance for faith-based organizations in partnering with the federal government, how to find current funding opportunities from the Department, and general question and answer on the President’s Faith-based and Community Initiative and partnering with the federal government.  

The Department of Health and Human Services is the largest grantmaking department in the Federal government. Deanna will help social workers understand this over 460 billion dollar agency and the important role it plays in the President’s faith and community-based initiative.  Attendees of this workshop will be better prepared to be educators and advocates with smaller, underresourced organizations who don’t know where to begin to apply for Federal government funding and don’t feel connected to accurate and adequate information streams.
