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Alesia Adams as a child advocate has been actively campaigning on behalf of young women and children who have been sexually exploited.  As a frequent and sought after public speaker, she has been instrumental in increasing public awareness about the issues surrounding youth and teens that are recruited, kidnapped and indoctrinated into prostitution or other forms of sexual exploitation. 

 Alesia Adams was the founder and developer of the Center to End Adolescent Sexual Exploitation (CEASE).  CEASE provided advocacy on behalf of sexually exploited children involved in the juvenile court process.  In 2003, the CEASE program was selected by the Department of Justice’s Office of Juvenile Justice and Delinquency as a demonstration project, receiving a three-year million dollar grant as a best practice model program, slated for duplication in fourteen states across America.
  Ms. Adams was instrumental in the 2001 arrest, prosecution and conviction of twelve of Georgia’s most notorious child pimps under the federal RICO (Racketeering, Influence, Corruption and Organized Crime) Act and worked closely with the victims who testified against their abusers.  She was also instrumental in the passage of new legislation that made pimping and pandering of a minor a felony in the State of Georgia and the development of Angela’s House, the first safe house for sexually exploited females in the Southeastern United States.
Ms. Adams has received numerous awards for her achievements in working towards eradicating the prostitution of children in the United States including the Atlanta Magazine’s award as one of the Top 20 Women Making a Mark in Atlanta, the State Bar of Georgia’s Young Lawyers Division Child Advocate Award, Outstanding Community Service Award from the Division of Women Psychologists of the Georgia Psychological Association and the National Black HerStory Task Force's Lucy Terry Prince Award.  For recognition of her service to child victims of sexual exploitation, Ms. Adams received the City of Atlanta Victim Witness Assistance Program's Stellar Award.  In 2008, Ms. Adams received the FBI Director’s Community Leadership Award for Georgia for her achievement in working to combat trafficking of youth in Atlanta, Georgia.  In 2009, Ms. Adams received the Mary Ann Drake Award for Human Rights Advocacy in Georgia from Mercer University and their Stop Trafficking Operation Project.   Ms. Adams has also appeared on several radio and television news reports on child sexual exploitation including Oprah Winfrey’s Oxygen channel, PBS NOW and CNN.

In 2007 Ms. Adams accepted the position of Territorial Services Coordinator against Human and Sexual Trafficking for The Salvation Army’s Southern Territory. The primary role of the human and sexual trafficking coordinator is to support divisions by creating public awareness, education and advocacy for the prevention of the commercial sexual exploitation of children.  
Ms. Adams is originally from Cleveland, Ohio where she attended Case Western Reserve University and completed her B.S. Degree in Business from Dyke Business College before moving to Atlanta in 1984.
