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Linda Bradstreet, MSW., is the director of Bridge to Hope in Hyannis, MA. Linda started Bridge to Hope, a faith-based mentoring program for incarcerated women, as her Gordon College internship project in 2004. The program has grown over the past seven years as a prison ministry of the Cape Cod Council of Churches to include 35 volunteer Christian mentors who have collectively mentored over 140 incarcerated women from the Barnstable County Correctional Facility.  

In January of 2007, Bridge to Hope also opened Bayside Cottage, a 4-bedroom transitional living program that provides housing to homeless mentees returning to the community.  The mentoring program was honored in 2007 as a recipient of the adult mentor award of the Red Cross Heroes Award.  Linda is a member of the North American Association Christians in Social Work (NACSW).
